Low amp draw, balanced airflow characteristics and maximum velocity of 2700 FPM are what propel the
Phoenix to rise above the competition.

It is
now possible to fit as many as four Phoenix Centrifugal Air Movers onto a typical grounded circuit. The
Phoenix CAM is lightweight, has a power indicator lamp, large three-position switch, and superior cord
management.
